Widen the Circle.

Be intentional about welcoming other adults, like our
Small Group Leaders, in your children's lives.

When parents widen the circle, they connect their
children to a wider circle of influence, giving their children the
opportunity to hear from other voices that will say the kinds of
things parents would say. Take a moment this month to introduce
yourself to your child’s small group leader in the Zone or in their
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Adventure Woods class.

Virtue: Honor

Letting someone know you see how
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valuable they are.

Week 1 Verse: Read 1 Samuel 16:1-13 together.

Bottom Line: Honor those who are overlooked.

Voices: David was not who Samuel initially expected would be
anointed as the king. Share one time when God’s plan surprised you.

Week 2 Verse: Read 1 Samuel 18:1-9 together.

Bottom Line: Honor others more than yourself.

Voices: Should we be jealous when our friends are successful? How
can we show others that we are happy for them? Share one way you
can build someone up.

Week 3 Verse: Read 2 Samuel 15:1-16; 18:5-7, 15, 31-33 together.
Bottom Line: Honor those who are over you.

Voices: Parents and children, who is your boss? Discuss the ways in
which you can show them respect and honor.

Week 4 Verse: Read 2 Samuel 6:12b-22a together

Bottom Line: Honor God in front of others.

Voices: How can we be an example of someone who loves God to
others? Commit to honoring God as a family.
